e Indonesia reported 11,557 new cases, the highest increase since the start of the pandemic.
Yesterday also saw the third highest increase in number of deaths with 295 news deaths reported.

e Malaysia also reported the highest number of new cases in the country with 3,337 cases
registered yesterday. Total confirmed cases is now 147,855, with 518 deaths.

e Japanreported 6,594 new cases yesterday, the fourth highest tally the country has seen since the
start of the pandemic.

e Japan will suspend the entry of foreign athletes for Olympics training until February 7", when the
state of emergency is expected to be lifted.
